               Request to Karimnagar Voters  From

TELANGANA DEVELOPMENT FORUM (NRIs)

The Elections in Karimnagar have implications for the future of the entire Telangana
people including Non Resident Indians from Telangana. Karimnagar elections are not about
issues related to constituency or individuals. Karimnagar people have a unique opportunity to
decide the fate of long standing legitimate and democratic demand for Telangana State. This is
a great responsibility and they should rise to the occasion. They have clear choice to send a
powerful message to Delhi that Telangana people firmly want Telangana state. They are no longer
prepared to wait for it indefinitely. Karimnagar people on behalf of entire Telangana are saying
. . . " Telangana state NOW ".

In the last elections, Telangana people have clearly sent a powerful message that they want
to live in a separate state. Nothing less will meet their aspirations. But in the name of building
consensus, the process of establishing a separate state has been  reduced to a farce and  joke.
You can not build consensus with the Andhra lobby to agree for the Telangana state. The fact that
they want separate Telangana is that they want to get rid of political, cultural and economic &
ruthless domination of Andhra politicians using the majority in   Assembly as the root cause. It
is impossible to build consensus with them. They will not give up their domination voluntarily.
There is one thing common with all Andhra Politicians in all parties to oppose, confuse,  de-
moralize Telangana people to see that they will never lose their domination. Therefore, in spite
of some of them winning elections with Telangana sentiment and votes, they are doing all they
can to undermine the process of Telangana state  formation.

Therefore,  Karimnagar people in large numbers have to vote to send one clear message
that they will not anymore tolerate the political parties which are being  manipulated by Andhra
domination to stop, delay the process of Telangana formation. Telangana NRI’s are deeply
concerned about the deliberate neglect of the region. Telangana with all its natural resources,
human capabilities, with great cultural background, well developed capital city before it
became part of Andhra Pradesh has been reduced to nothing. Its political leadership has been
made as brokers. In spite of several movements, sacrifices by Telangana people Andhra
domination is still continuing. We would like to state the following examples:

1. Telangana has to get a legitimate share of  about 75% of the Godavari and Krishna waters
assigned to Andhra Pradesh.  But Telangana is getting less than 25% of the water from
these rivers.  To add insult to injury, Polavaram project with over 300 TMC capacity is
planned to benefit Andhra.  There is a clear plan to rob Krishna water for Rayalaseema and
divert Godavari water to Andhra area.

2. Telangana people or their elected representatives do not have the decision  making power
in the government with only 107 out of 294 seats in the Assembly.  The GO 610 related
to Telangana jobs never got implemented inspite of many promises.

3. Telangana did not get the proportionate number of the government schools, junior
colleges, degree and professional colleges as well as universities.  The grant-in-aid given
to the schools in Guntur district alone exceeds the total grant given to all the districts of
Telangana.



4. Only 29% of the electricity generated in NTPC, Ramagundam is used in Telangana,
where as 100% of the electricity generated at  Simhachalam Power Plant is used in Andhra
districts.

5. Telangana's coal and minerals are diverted to various industries in the Andhra region.  After
taking over Telangana, Andhra leaders have systematically closed down many profitable
industries in the Telangana region.

Karimnagar people have to exercise their choice to send two clear messages

a) They will punish political parties which are opposing Telangana state and those who are
deceiving them in the name of building consensus

b) By sending a clear signal that they want a separate state now and they are not
prepared to wait any longer. They want that by democratic means.

If some one is coming to seek your vote ask the following questions:

1. Why GO 610 was not implemented for so long?

2. What happened to our share of water?

3. Who is buying all our lands around the cities?

4. How much land has been allocated to Andhra people in Hyderabad?

5. Why our Sugarcane farmers are not getting support?

6. Why our beedi workers are without work now?

7. Why no one from their Party can ever dream of becoming CM in the next ten years?

Telangana NRI’s firmly come to the conclusion that a separate state will provide
immense opportunities for progress and peace. Telugu language will also benefit by two states
speaking the language. There is clearly a win-win situation for all people of Telangana and
Andhra to prosper instead of few people getting benefit by manipulating state power. If present
situation continues, within next five years entire Telangana will be finished as identity. With
vengeance, they pushed the region and its people, political leaders into slavery. Already they
are claiming over Hyderabad, a city built on sweat and blood of our fathers and fore-fathers.
Now already most lands all along the main roads are purchased by them. There will be
nothing – land, water, forests all will be gone!

Telangana NRI’s are appealing to the people of Karimnagar to sink their differences and
vote clearly so that every party which is playing games with Telangana people can get a lesson.
Their vote should be clearly in favor of Separate state. A single vote which weakens the Telangana
sentiment is going to send a wrong signal. It is not victory, but defeat of the   opposing forces of
Telangana is important. It is not about winning of some party or   individual, it is about punishing
Anti-Telangana forces and those who are playing games in the name of building consensus.  The
Karimnagar election is decisive, it will start the process of Telangana formation. Karimnagar
people are having this unique opportunity to exercise their vote paving way for separate state.
Victory to anti-Telangana forces means wasting good opportunity and dashing the hopes of 3 1/2
crores of Telangana people not only living in Country but in many parts of the world. That is the
reason, NRI’s have come in big way to be part of that history. Karimnagar people are going to
make history which has implications nationwide.
